European Broadcasting Union supports bands at EuroSonic

Largest ever program at international showcase platform
29 November 2006
During the Noorderslag Weekend, 28 European acts and bands will present themselves in showcases supported by 25 national broadcasters united in the European Broadcasting Union.  Among the confirmed acts are Goose (B), Joy Denalane (D), Hello Saferide (S), Salem Al Fakir (S), Oh No Ono (DK), Dúné (DK) and The Hormonauts (I). In total, over 230 European acts perform during the Noorderslag Weekend. Comprising of the EuroSonic and Noorderslag festivals and Noorderslag Seminar, the event has its largest program ever, with radio broadcasts to millions of listeners, all celebrating 21 years of staying ahead in rock, pop and dance music in Europe. 

A music lovers dream, the Noorderslag Weekend is the place to check out the European bands that will make a difference in the next few years. Taking place in over 30 venues and stages, all within a five minutes walk, the Noorderslag Weekend expects 2000 professionals such as agents, promoters, festival organisers, management companies and radio stations, while the weekend also gets extensive media coverage including all the main European music magazines..

Live music
Showcases are organised with a large group of international parties involved, resulting in an extensive and exciting showcase program. ETEP: European Talent Exchange Program

Aimed at stimulating the careers of European artists, the European Talent Exchange Program (ETEP) is a unique co-operation of 51 festivals, 25 EBU national radio stations, the European Music Office (EMO) and the international festival organisation Yourope. Between 2003 and 2006, ETEP has been instrumental in staging close to 400 festival shows by 110 artists from 15 countries. Some of the acts booked at EuroSonic that did remarkably well at the ETEP festivals in 2006: Disco Ensemble (fin), Editors (uk), Infadels (uk), GEM (nl), Jose Gonzales (s), Rhesus (f), The Kooks (uk), Wir Sind Helden (d), Within Temptation (nl).

Selection for ETEP takes place during the Noorderslag.
